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Kindle Communities Inc. (Kindle) is a non-profit landlord, focused on supporting the space needs of community-based organizations that serve vulnerable children, youth, families and neighbourhoods. Kindle currently owns and manages three properties - the Shelldale Centre, and two residential houses for youth in the child welfare system. All told, these properties are leased to nine different organizations, and utilized by thousands of community members each year. 
Kindle was created by Family & Children’s Services of Guelph and Wellington County (F&CS) in 2001, and was initially incorporated as Shelldale Community Centres Inc. The original basis for the organization was to ensure that F&CS’ assets, which were obtained through bequests and donations, would remain in the community. Accordingly, the organization has continued to reinvest its assets in properties that serve the needs of F&CS’ clients – vulnerable children, youth and families. At present, F&CS provides some staff support to Kindle, however, the governance and financial structures of the two organizations are independent and distinct.
